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Falaj Al-Mualla

This is an oasis town in Umm Al Quwain which lies in the

Al Batha Valley. The road to the town from the city traverses

some of the most scenic areas and runs for much of its

length alongside Wadi Al Batha.

Al Siniyyah Island

The island of Al Siniyyah, across the creek from Umm Al

Quwain city, is a sanctuary for birds. The island is also

noted for its mangrove trees and oysters are found in

abundance. 

Tourist Leisure Facilities 

The Umm Al Quwain lagoon offers several square miles of

clean and unpolluted water, which makes it an extremely

attractive spot for watersports. There are facilities for wind

surfing, water skiing and sailing. Equestrian events are held

each winter. Camel racing is held in Al-Labsa, one of UAE’s

most attractive race tracks.

Dreamland Aqua Park

Dreamland is one of the world’s biggest aqua parks and

covers an area of over 250,000 sq m. along the coast. The

complex contains a variety of water games and rides, a

shopping centre, restaurants and fast-food outlets.

Al Dur Island

Al Dur Island has a famous archaeological site dating over

2000 years ago. Excavations revealed the most important

town in the region. Among the findings were magnificent

tombs, stone houses, large storage jars, Egyptian and

Syrian glassware.

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Umm Al Quwain has a coastline stretching to 24 kilometres, and is located between Sharjah to the southwest, and Ras Al-Khaimah
to the northeast. The city is situated on a narrow peninsula which encircles a large creek 1 kilometre wide by 5 kilometres long. Umm
Al Quwain’s attraction lies in its long clean beaches, its enclosed lagoon and other natural blessings, away from the bustle typical of
bigger cities in the UAE.
